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CCMB-SCIC INK MOU O SICKLE: CElLLL .DISEASE RESEARCH

The city-based, Centre for Cellular and Molecular Biology (CCMB), a premier institute under Council of Scientific and
Industrial Research (CSIR) has signed a ldegn Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with the Sickle Cell Institute
Chhattisgarh (SCIC), Raipur, an autonomous institute of the Government of Chhattisgarh

Sickle cell anemia is a serious disorder of hemoglobin metabolism and is widely prevalent in the States of Chhattisgarh,
Maharashtra, Gujarat, and Orissa and sparingly in other places. Sickle cell anemia is an inherited form offiaemia
condition in which there aren't enough healthy red blood cells to carry adequate oxygen throughout the body of an
individual. The disease occurs globally due to a single mutation in the beta globin gene and follows an autosomal
recessive pattern of inheritance meaning that parents are usually the carriers of defective beta globin gene and the
disease occurs when both copies of the defective gene are inherited together in the children, CCMB said in a press note

The MoU combines the clinical expertise of the SCIC with the molecular biology expertise and genetic testing
experience of CSHCCMB. Under the MoU, both institutes will strive to reduce the burden of Sickle Cell Anemia,
primarily, in the State of Chhattisgarh.

Dr Pradeep K Patra, Director General, SCIC, Raipur informed that they had already screened 15 lakh individuals in the
State under the Statsponsoregprogrammeand identified 10 per cent of them to be carrier for the disease. Both-CSIR
CCMB and SCIC will work together to identify eligible carrier couples who are at risk of giving birth to an affected child
and follow them with genetic testing, prenatal diagnosis and genetic counselling.
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Speaking on the occasiddr Rakesh Mishra, Director, CSHECCMB said, "We are committed to reducing the societal
burden of sickle cell anemia in India and countries like Cyprus and Sardinia have already been successful in the near
abolition of risk of hemoglobinopathieby such collaborations of scientists and cliniciarts

The disease manifests early in life and leads to variable clinical course in different individuals despite all of them
carrying the same mutation. Rakesh Mishra said both institutes would also conduct ceitigg research to identify
molecular markers to understand the molecular basis of these differences and thus help identify newer management
strategies and eventually a therapy for the disease.

The move to allow IIT, CBRI and independent structural consultants for monitoring comes after homebuyers demanded
strict monitoring to stop tampering of the layout plans of group housing buildings. Homebuyers complained that
changes in building layout plans by developers amounted to cheating as they are not provided the amenities promised &
the time of application.

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CFTRIFOOD HELRS IMPROVE IMMUNNNYIININ ANGANWADDI KIDS

CSIR-CETRII

Central Food Research and Training Institute (CFTRI), which has developed a new line of products with advanced
nutrition value are helping combat malnutrition among children. The food products are not only easy to use, but are also
delicious

This is the firstof-its-kind programmein the state to address malnutrition among children. Four months ago, the
institute began distributing 7 nutritious foods to the children in &Bganwadisn Hegdalli, Ramapuraand
Chamalapurad&undi villages of Nanjangudtaluk.

The department of women and child development had recently found that the district has about 329 severely
malnourished children, of which 100 were indganwadisn the taluk. CFTRI developed advanced 7 nutritious
products- rice mix, highprotein rusk, energy food, nutriehikki with spirulina, nutria sprinkle, sesame paste and fortified
mango bar containing macro and micro nutrients

Geethal.akshmi, child development project officer Nfanjangudtaluk, who is overseeing the project, said: "After we

added these nutritious foods along with regular menu comprising different types of sprouts and milk (given under
KsheeraBhagyg, there has been a positive change in the children's health. Malnourished children gained weight and thei
resistance power (immunity) has also improved. Children who used to fall sick regularly are doing fine now. CFTRI's new
range and the governmergponsoreKsheeraBhagyaare playing an important role in improving the health of these
children."
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The beneficiaries could sell dfire can atRs 10, he said. MARS had already offered training to a section of recovered
mentally ill people on seaweed cultivation using raft method, he added.

J.Periyar Lenin, Coordinator of District Mental HealtiProgramme wh o i s tr eat i nDawaDuabt, al |
an innovative treatmenprogrammewith fusion of prayer and medicine Brwadi Dargah said 30 recovered mentally ill
people were being rehabilitated.

The RO plant would go a long way in helping them earn an additional income and social acceptability, he said. They
were already producing jute products, pillow covers and paper medicine covers, he added

Ahead of launching thprogramme anganwadworkers and parents were educated about the project. A year ago,
Nanjanguddistrict had 710 malnourished children, 270 in the taluk alone. But now, their number in the district has
dropped to 310 (it is 99 iNanjangudtaluk). The food provided by CFTRI has also ensured good student strength in
anganwadigoo with the dropout rates coming down. "There is more than 50% attendance," she claimed.

"The performance of malnourished children will be reviewed after six months. The impact grdgeammeon their
health will also be assessed. If found successful, the food products will be served to malnourished children in the
district," saidRadha deputy director of women and child welfare department. Thensonth pilot project will end in
August.
