There shall be three papers in the written examination for the post of Technical
Officer (Advt. No. 4/2019-REC). The second (General Awareness and English
Language) and third paper (Concerned subject) will be evaluated only for those
candidates, who secure the minimum threshold marks determined by the Selection
Committee in the first paper (Mental Ability Test).
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No candidate will be allowed to enter the Examination Venue without the Admit
Card. The Admit Card along with any of their ID Card issued by the Government of
India/State Government (like AADHAR, Voter Card, Driving Licence, PAN Card etc.)
will be used to verify their identity.
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Candidates must show any of their ID Card issued by the Government
Departments/authorities enumerated above before they are allowed inside the
Examination Hall. Candidates coming to the examination centre without Admit

for appointment to the posts for which they are applicant.

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Candidates in their own interest should be present in the Examination Hall half an
hour before commencement of the examination.
